(The following is adapted from the eulogy delivered by Kelly’s special friend, Shelley Reeder, at the funeral.
It describes the Kelly we knew, who worked with us so long and loyally at the State Bar.)

How do I begin to tell all of you about Kelly? She was the most honest, sincere, loving person that one
would ever hope to meet. She would meet someone and soon know

their life story-where they were from, spouses, friends, kids-and she
would remember. She deeply cared about everyone she met. That is why
we honor that special character that was uniquely Kelly.

Of course, she had a bit of a stubborn side. One of her favorite
expressions when she was frustrated was “Ej, ei, ei,” like my German
grandmother used to say! Everyone remembers “Oh, for Pete’s sake?” as
her strongest expletive. And God forbid, if she ever pointed her finger at
you, you were in BIG trouble.

She enjoyed life-I remember free periods in high school watching
Happy Days, girls’ nights out, cruising Euclid, Friday night movies, soup
suppers, White Elephant gift exchanges, riding through God’s beautiful
countryside, and sitting on her deck watching the weather—she treasured
any event that included her friends. She loved the water, floating down the
river reading a book, or sitting on the beach (where we would solve the
world’s problems and wonder what the rich people were doing).

She loved her job, but she was going to retire later this year. She was
having such a difficult time with that decision because she was part of :
another family-she didn’t want to leave the many friends she had made, KELLy KRELL
and cared for, while working at the State Bar for 26 years.

Kelly especially loved being with all of her family. She always talked of her nieces and nephews and
their accomplishments. Mitch, Beth, and Jason were not only siblings, but friends. Their accomplishments
were her joy and their heartaches were hers-she loved you tremendously. And she felt truly blessed by
her children-Mark, her gentle giant and Matthew, her compassionate one. You feel lucky to have had her
as a mom, but she felt the same about you-and so, so proud. She would be proud of your courage at this
moment; [ know the memories of her will be with you throughout your life.

Kelly had a quiet grace that she inherited from her mother. But her passion for motor vehicles she got
from her dad. She was one of the few women I know who knew when a NASCAR race was going to be held,
where it was, and who was the favorite. Everyone had to sit down and be quiet so Kelly could watch the
race. Most of all, Kelly loved to ride motorcycles. She was so beautiful and a true lady when she was on a
motorcycle. When she and Jeft met, they found their soul mates. You would find them together cooking,
remodeling something, riding their motorcycle, or simply holding hands and talking. She had found
happiness and contentment with a man who shared her dreams and visions.

Kelly is gone, and she will be missed, but she will always be in our hearts, in our minds, and in our souls.
She would want us all to heal, to forgive, and to love each other as deeply as she loved us. So long as we keep
those happy memories, Kelly will live on. She is in Heaven right now saying, “Eij, ei, ei, Shelley, enough.” She
would be waving that finger and saying, “Don’t mourn my life but celebrate it because that is how I lived my
life and that is how I want all of you that I love to live your life.” Keep her in your hearts and celebrate that
you were touched by this amazing woman-my friend Kelly.
